His services are terminated by the
management based on a falsified charge, without conducting a disciplinary inquiry.
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{b) Sumaiya belongs to a minority religious group of which the teachings require female
devotees to wear a particular attire when appear in public. The defense ministry bans

the use of the attire.

(c) Sarath earns a doctoral degree from a world-renowned university and applies to an
academic position in a public university. He faces the interview with confidence, But
later he gets to know that a candidate who is less qualified than him but having the
backing of a powerful politician is selected and his name is rejected by the interview

panel.

(d) Maran is arrested by the police on the suspicion that he has committed a petty
offence. He was detained at the police station. At the night of the day of arrest, some
drunk police officials take Maran out from the cell and severely beats him causing

serious injuries.

(¢) Guru is a fiction writer. The theme of his newest novel is about child abuse that take
place in religious institutes. After the publication of the book, certain hardcore
religious believers create an outrage against Guru. The minister of cultural affairs
decides to ban the novel.
