01. (a) Sirimal had a route license to ply buses on a certain route. For a certain
sum of money to be payable monthly, he allowed Senaka to operate buses
on that route under his license. This was contrary to the regulations of the
National Transport Authority. Senaka operated the buses for a period of
six months and the monthly payment were duly made.

At the end of six months, Sirimal bought a court order to prevent Senaka
from operating buses on that route.

Advice Senaka.

(b) Jagath owned a factory for the manufacture of shoes in Colombo. He sold
this factory to Modern Foot Wear and in the sale agreement, he undertook
not to conduct any business for the manufacture or sale of foot wear items
in Colombo, Galle, Kandy, Kurunegala and Jaffna for a period of seven
years from the date of the agreement. After a period of four years, he
wants to setup a foot wear factory in Kurunegala and seeks to obtain a
court order declaring that he is not bound by the clause in the agreement
which restrains him from setting up the factory.

Advise Jagath.

02. (a)  “Courts are prepared to exercise a great deal of caution and ingenuity to
restrict the scope of exemption clauses”.

Comment briefly on this statement.

(b) Silva & Company sold to Rohan, a jeweller, a burglar alarm system which
the company installed and undertook to maintain in proper working order.
The contract further stated that the seller would not be liable for any
damages whatsoever which may be causéd to the purchaser by burglary or
by any other means in circumstances where the alarm did not function for
any reason, and whether the seller was aware of the non operation of the
alarm or not. '

Subsequently, a burglary occurred and the alarm did not function at all
since the employees of Silva & Company had not installed the system
correctly. As a result of the burglary, Rohan lost all the Jewellery in the
shop. Silva & Company wish to rely on the exemption clause.
