1. The Pradeshiya Sabha of Kelanipura is empowered by statute to maintain the by-roads
and by-lanes, to ensure the disposal of garbage, to take action to maintain a children’s
park, and to maintain sanitary conditions in the area. For the last two years the
Pradeshiya Sabha has taken no action to reconstruct the by-roads and by-lanes and
the villagers of Kelanipura are badly affected by their poor conditions. The drainage is
overflowing along the byroads, and their poor conditions make it difficult to take vehicles
along them. According to the villagers, school children and those going daily to work
face hardship in their daily travel due to the poor conditions of the roads.

The villagers made several complaints both verbally and in writing to the Chairman of
the Kelanipura Pradeshiya Sabha. The Chairman has not taken action so far to
reconstruct the by-roads and by-lanes under the power vested to him.

The villagers seek your advice as to whether they have any remedy against the
Pradeshiya Sabha and the Chairman.
Advise them.

2. "It the right to be heard is to be a real right which worth anything, it must carry with it a
right in the accused man to know the case which is made.against him.
