Explain what is meant by “error of law on the face of the record” and discuss why it does
not play an important role at present in determining the legality of administrative action?

Last year, Parliament passed a law creating the new Authority of Illegal Music
Downloading (AIMD). The- statute charged the new Authority with the task of
eliminating the problem of illegal music downloading violating copyrights law. The
Director of AIMD is authorized to enforce the provisions of the Act under his hand.

The statute establishing the AIMD infer alia provided that all website owners who
provide music downloading exchanges for fees are required to register with the AIMD
and pay an annual fee to AIMD. The statute required all website providers to register
within six months from the date of the establishment of new Authorily and to publish the
names of websites so registered in the website of the"AIMD. If a website owner failed to
register within six months period the AIMD shall block such website and initiate legal
actions against the provider.

HiFi is a popular, fee-based, music downloading website. Michael, the Chief Executive
Officer of HiFi, comes to you two weeks after the last date of registration and states that
{heir website was blocked under the hand of Mr. David, the Director of AIMD before the
closing date of registration. She says that MP4, another entertainment related website of a
reputed Company of which Mr. David’s wife was a shareholder, was doing its business
though their name was not included in the registered list. She further states thal close
upon to the appointment of Mr. David as the Director of AIMD, HiFi had published an
article in the social gossip column that severely criticized the conduct of Mr. David for
his alleged malpractices in his previous employment in Telecom Company.

Michael wants to legally challenge the decision of the Director of AIMD.
